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market commentary

UK equities rose 2.1% in sterling terms (as measured by the FTSE All Share Index), marking the sixth consecutive quarter of
positive returns. Investor sentiment was positive, supported by the global economic recovery. However, difficulties expected
in the UK's negotiations to exit the European Union (EU) and rising inflation curbed gains towards the end of the period.
Meanwhile, the Bank of England (BoE) indicated the possibility of an interest rate hike in order to bring inflation back towards
its target rate of 2%. The robust performance of cyclical shares last year had led to concerns about stretched valuations, but
these stocks have seen some correction this year. This has created a more balanced environment, with investors focusing on
those segments of the market that have attractive valuations and strong earnings visibility.
