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market commentary
 

Global equities performed positively over the quarter. However, global economic concerns, trade issues, uncertainty over Brexit and geopolitical

tensions in the Middle East kept markets volatile. Notably, the US Federal Reserve reduced interest rates twice over the quarter amid concerns

about slowing global growth and the trade war with China. Central banks in Japan and England also indicated the possibility of rate cuts. Emerging

markets underperformed developed markets. At a sector level, utility stocks were the best performers, followed by consumer staples. All asset

classes ended the quarter in positive territory. Returns in sterling terms were supported by its depreciation against the US dollar and the yen, but

undermined by its appreciation against the euro.

The price of an annuity changes on a regular basis. This means that the
amount of income you can secure with the same amount of money will
change. Pension conversion risk is the risk that the amount of income you
can buy drops before you retire, because your money is invested differently
to annuity funds. That’s why putting more of your DC pension pot into bonds
to try to match annuity prices as you get closer to retirement age can help
protect against this risk.
