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market commentary

Most global bonds generated positive returns over the fourth quarter, with corporate bonds outperforming core government
bonds. The US Treasury yield curve flattened. The short end of the curve posted losses as the US Federal Reserve raised interest
rates in December and congressional Republicans moved towards an agreement on the tax bill, while the longer end of the
curve generated gains as yields remained low, reflecting muted inflation and demand for longer duration assets. In Europe, bonds
rallied at the start of the period as the European Central Bank (ECB) announced a further nine-month extension of its asset
purchase programme. This positive sentiment was offset towards the end of the quarter as the ECB raised regional growth
forecasts. Meanwhile, UK government bond markets were supported by uncertainty around “Brexit” negotiations and as
investors had already priced in an interest rate increase by the Bank of England (BoE).
