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market commentary

Most global bonds generated negative returns in the first quarter, with corporate bonds underperforming government bonds.
US government bonds posted losses as the yield curve edged higher, due to concerns around a widening twin deficit and higher
inflation. In Europe, German bunds generated positive returns and yields fell after European Central Bank policymakers signalled
that interest rates would remain low, supporting the view that the central bank would implement a gradual withdrawal of
monetary stimulus. UK government bonds (Gilts) also rallied. The Bank of England kept interest rates on hold during the quarter,
with an intense focus on the looming Brexit deadline and its potential impact on growth. In credit markets, credit spreads
widened, with both investment grade and high yield bonds posting negative returns.
